. dssues Lessons Learned

* The UN Security Council Resolution 1820 adopted on [9th June 2008,

recognized the rape as a war crime.

* The program reached over 2500 HIV+

* During the 1994 Genocide against the Tutsi in Rwanda between 250,000 and women aged between 18 to 59 years.

500,000 women who survived were systematically raped, with the intention to

infect them with HIV and 20,000 children born of these mass rapes.

* A total of 1,892 (75.68%) women accepted to be enrolled in the
ART program in other Health centers.
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* As women were not comfortable to access HIV services due to stigma around

rape.

* It was of paramount importance to find a suitable solution to address this issue.

* This paper highlights a model that can be used as a Human Right and HIV

response in the post conflict environments.

* Under the leadership and advocacy of H.E. Madam Jeannette Kagame, the First
